After appropriate cure time, dig out sand from sleeves and insert
rack, making sure it is level and at the appropriate height. Pour in
Super Por-Rok or epoxy grout and allow to set.

1x4” boards together at one end and clamp them onto the legs
of the rack like a clothes pin.

RAIL MOUNTED RACKS

Rail mounted racks are standard foot mounted racks attached with bolts to
a rail as in the diagram at left. Rail mounted racks provide more flexibility
than other mounting options while providing the same degree of security.

Rail mounted racks can be left freestanding, or they can be anchored to
the ground using several anchors. This option allows for easier snow
removal and sweeping. Installation of rail mounted racks is also much less
expensive than embedding the racks into the ground.

*Note: Though racks may be painted, the rails will remain with only a
galvanized finish

TOOLS NEEDED ANCHORING THE RAILS
9/16” Socket set To anchor the rails to concrete, place 3.75” wedge anchor through holes in the rail
Two 4” x 4” x 28" (or larger) blocks into the concrete. Secure with nut.

4 bolts, nuts and washers for every rack
(included). If using a tamper resistant nuts,
install two tamper resistant nuts with each rack.

Lay out the two channel beams where the rack will be placed. Place racks on beams so holes in rack flanges line up with
Place the two beams on top of the two blocks of wood so that beam slots
the open part of the channel faces the ground.
